Project-based, interdisciplinary teaching

Your program will start of diff erently to before 

the Covid epidemic. Some of your classes and 

lectures will be online, mainly using three tools 

(ILIAS, THspaces and Zoom), which are outlined 

on page 7.

During your time with us, you’ll also often come 

across concepts such as “university-wide inter-

disciplinary project week”, “fl ipped classroom” 

or “problem-based learning” – all learning/tea-

ching formats that go beyond the traditional 

style of lecture. 

We use problem-based and project-based le-

arning to develop scenarios that specifi cally re-

fl ect situations in which you’ll fi nd yourself in 

your future career. This often entails working on 

real projects for companies, institutions and so-

ciety. Another approach you’ll encounter is “in-

quiry-based learning”, in which you’ll be in-

volved in professors’ research by carrying out 

projects of various sizes or you’ll help develop 

study materials for future students. It’s also 

quite common for students to collaborate on 

a project with peers from other programs. So 

we give you more freedom than you’re used to 

from school but we also expect you to take on 

more responsibility for your own learning.   

There are also tutors and mentors on hand – 

usually students from later semesters – to sup-

port you during the initial stages of your pro-

gram. The faculty student associations will be 

happy to help too. You can fi nd out more about 

them on page 14.

We believe that a feedback culture is an import-

ant part of good teaching practice. During your 

program, you’ll get to participate in evaluations 

by rating your seminars and courses and tel-

ling us about your experiences and what ch-

anges you’d like to see. There’s also a feedback 

management offi  ce that you can contact about 

anything you want to discuss.

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Your basic tools at TH Köln

MultiCa, campusID, WiFi and IT

Your Student ID Card: The MultiCa

You have received your MultiCa by mail after 

your enrollment. This card will play an import-

ant role in your everyday life at TH Köln. The 

multifunctional smart card serves as your stu-

dent ID card, your public transport pass for the 

entire Rhine-Sieg Transport Association (VRS) as 

well as your library and copy card. Additionally, 

it can be used for (cashless) payments in all uni-

versity cafeterias, and it gives you access to the 

university lockers.

What data is saved on the card chip?
Only the serial number of the card, your 

student ID, a status indicator (in your case, 

student), the University library number and the 

period of validity are saved.  Only the amount 

of your credit is saved on the card but no infor-

mation on what it was used for.

Scholarships
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PSSO stands for Prüfungs- und Studierendenservice Online (Online Examination and 

Student Services). PSSO off ers students the possibility to easily organize administra-

tive matters such as:

- Updating address and contact details 

- Printing certifi cates of enrollment and BAföG certifi cates

- Printing transcripts of records and accessing information on examination results 

- Registering for or withdrawing from examinations

 Exception: It is currently not possible for most exchange students to register for or 

deregister from examinations using PSSO. Only exchange students at the Faculty 

for Business, Economics and Law and the Faculty of Architecture can register for ex-

aminations using PSSO. All other exchange students will be informed on the terms 

for examination registration by the International Offi  ce or by their faculty.

Password/initial access to PSSO
Once your campusID is activated, you will be able to log on to PSSO. Similar to online 

banking, you need a TAN for using PSSO. You receive the fi rst TAN list by mail along 

with your MultiCa. If you would like to request a new password or initial access to 

PSSO, our Campus IT’s service team will be glad to assist you. Please note that such 

requests must to be fi led in person at TH Köln’s Campus IT. Please make sure to bring 

identifi cation documents with you (such as ID or passport). You will immediately

receive your new login details.
